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1820
- In 1820 there were 14 of both slave and free states.
-The majority of the land was uncharted.
- One particular state that wasn't there was Texas.
-Missouri was added to be a slave state in 1821.
- With the little bit of land that was charted, a big percentage of the land was unorganized territory
- In 1826, the first used printing press was used.
- In 1837 the first steam plow was invented.
-1830 the indian removal act is placed.
-1820  Missouri compromise
-1832 immigration rises, which adds to the numbers in slavery.


1850
- They had 17 slave states/places open to slavery.
- 18 free states
In this time, Minnisota was a territory and not a state.
-1850 California became the 31st state to the USA.
- In 1852 Uncle Tom's Cabin was published and was widely read all of the way across America, and was helpful to abolish slavery.
-1854 the Republican party was founded, and brought a whole new light of ideas to all of America.



1861
- 1861 Abraham Lincoln was sworn into presidency.
- There were 21 free states.
-11  slave states or territory opened to slavery.
-At 4:30 am General Pierre Beauregard fired 20 cannons at Fort Sumpter SC.
-1861 President Lincoln issued a proclamation telling 75,000 militiamen, and calling for a special congeress meeting on  July 4th 
- Virgnia secedes from Union, followed by Arkansas, North Carolina, and Tennessee.
-This formed the Confederate States of America.
--1861 General Robert E Lee refuses to fight at his birthplace, where his family and children were.
